EA basic operation
Please read this summary carefully: 
As demonstrated in the video, EA waits for RSI to touch one of the oversold or overbought levels then it places order right after the “First” MACD’s crossover. EA places trade on “each MACD crossover per one RSI signal”. It is because MACD might cross the signal line multiple times after an RSI signal. The only time EA will be allowed to place a second trade on that same pair is if RSI crosses any of the overbought or oversold levels again. (ONE RSI SIGNAL, ONE MACD CROSSOVER, ONE TRADE)
EA operation in details
I will place this EA in all of the pairs that I want to trade. Each pair has Renko chart MACD and RSI. 
1) When RSI touched the overbought level, EA places a short trade after the first MACD crossover. EA will close the trade with trailing stop or take profit. 
2) When RSI touched the oversold level, EA places a long trade after the first MACD crossover. EA will close the trade with trailing stop or take profit. 
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[image: ]In any of the conditions above, if the trade went against me by x pips, EA will place an opposite stop order, slightly greater in lot value. If the trade went x pips against the second trade then EA will place another opposite stop order. Since total lots in one direction is always greater that the other side, there will be a breakeven level in one direction if market trends towards the favored direction. The picture below demonstrates what I mean:

Some provisions for the trade recovery section
Placing Zero in any of the Open positions above should disable it.  
   The total number of recovery hedging trades is separate from the total number of initial trades in each pair that EA is allowed to place.
   Sometimes EA is going to place multiple trades in one pair. Each trade should be protected by this feature by itself. 
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
