Moving Average Alerts Indicator
 
I need an indicator that triggers push alerts to screen and mobile only. Email alerts are not required. The details on the requirements are as follows:
1) 1st Moving Average Alert Settings:
a. SMA 20 = True/False
b. Trigger Alert On Price Touch = True/False
c. Trigger Alert On Price Close = True/False
d. Number of Alerts = x
e. Time Between Alerts In Seconds = 2
f. Alert Message = “Symbol Timeframe Above SMA 20” or “Symbol Timeframe Below SMA 20”
2) 2nd Moving Average Alert Settings:
a. SMA 50 = True/False
b. Trigger Alert On Price Touch = True/False
c. Trigger Alert On Price Close = True/False
d. Number of Alerts = x
e. Time Between Alerts In Seconds = 2
f. Alert Message = “Symbol Timeframe Above SMA 50” or “Symbol Timeframe Below SMA 50”
3) 3rd Moving Average Alert Settings:
a. SMA 200 = True/False
b. Trigger Alert On Price Touch = True/False
c. Trigger Alert On Price Close = True/False
d. Number of Alerts = x 
e. Time Between Alerts In Seconds = 2
f. Alert Message = “Symbol Timeframe Above SMA 200” or “Symbol Timeframe Below SMA 200”
4) Upper Bollinger Band Alert Settings:
a. SMA 20 = True/False
b. Standard Deviation: 2.0
c. Min Margin: 40
d. Trigger Alert On Price Touch = True/False
e. Trigger Alert On Price Close = True/False
f. Number of Alerts = x
g. Time Between Alerts In Seconds = 2
h. Alert Message = “Symbol Timeframe Above Upper BB” or “Symbol Timeframe Below BB”
5) Lower Bollinger Band Alert Settings:
a. SMA 20 = True/False
b. Standard Deviation: 2.0

a. RSI Alerts = True/False
b. RSI Period = 14

e. Trigger Alert On Price Touch = True/False
f. Trigger Alert On Price Close = True/False
g. Number of Alerts = x 
h. Time Between Alerts In Seconds = 2
i. Alert Message = “Symbol Timeframe Overbought” or “Symbol Timeframe Oversold”
7) Trade In Profit Alerts = True/False
a. Number of points in profit = Y 
b. Number of Alerts = x
c. Time Between Alerts In Seconds = 2
d. Alert Message = “Symbol In Profit” 


Detailed Explanation for points 1, 2 & 3 only:
1) I should be able to turn an alert on/off through the setting by using the True/False. This is needed for each alert separately so that I can keep some alerts on while others off, or keep them all on simultaneously. 
2) Alerts could be triggered on Price Touch OR on Price Close… and also with both turned on simultaneously.
3) When alerts for Price Touch are True…
a. If opening price is below the SMA 20, and then BID price moves above the SMA 20, an instance of the alert will be triggered. The Alert will not keep triggering. However if within the same candle time, ASK price moves below the SMA 20, and then BID price moves back up above the SMA 20, a second instance of the alert will be generated and so on.
b. If opening price is above the SMA 20, and then ASK price moves below the SMA 20, an instance of the alert will be triggered. The Alert will not keep triggering. However if within the same candle time, BID price moves above the SMA 20, and then ASK price moves back down below the SMA 20, a second instance of the alert will be generated and so on.
4) When alerts for Price Close are True…
a. If opening price is below the SMA 20, and closing price is above the SMA 20 the alert will be triggered, & Small Red Downwards Arrow will be generated and placed on the screen above the candle’s high
b. If opening price is above the SMA 20, and closing price is below the SMA 20 the alert will be triggered, & Small Green Upwards Arrow will be generated and placed on the screen below the candle’s low

Detailed Explanation for points 4, & 5 only:
1) I should be able to turn an alert on/off through the setting by using the True/False. This is needed for each alert separately so that I can keep some alerts on while others off, or keep them all on simultaneously. 
2) Alerts could be triggered on price touch or on price close… and also with both turned on simultaneously.
3) When alerts for Price Touch are True…
a. If opening price is below the upper Bollinger Band, when BID price moves above, an instance of the alert will be triggered. The Alert will not keep triggering. However if within the same candle time, ASK price moves below upper Bollinger Band and then BID price moves back above a second instance of the alert will be generated and so on.
b. If opening price is above the upper Bollinger Band, when ASK price moves below, an instance of the alert will be triggered. The Alert will not keep triggering. However if within the same candle time, BID price moves above the upper Bollinger Band and then ASK price moves back below a second instance of the alert will be generated and so on.
4) When alerts for Price Close are True…
a. Here the Min Margin = 40 will be used
b. If opening price is below the upper Bollinger Band, and closing price is above the upper Bollinger band by more than Min Margin points the alert will be triggered, & Small Red Downwards Arrow will be generated and placed on the screen above the candle’s high
c. If opening price is above the upper Bollinger Band, and closing price is below the upper Bollinger Band the alert will be triggered, & Small Green Upwards Arrow will be generated and placed on the screen below the candle’s low
5) I hope you understand how this works and vice versa will be true for the settings where alerts are triggered for lower Bollinger bands




Detailed Explanation for points 6 only:
1) When alerts for Price Touch are True…
a. When candle opens, If the RSI is below the Overbought Level, and then RSI touches Overbought Level an instance of the alert will be triggered. The Alert will not keep triggering. However if within the same candle time, RSI moves below Overbought and then returns into Overbought another instance of the alert will be generated and so on.
b. When candle opens, If the RSI is above the Oversold Level, and then RSI touches Oversold Level an instance of the alert will be triggered. The Alert will not keep triggering. However if within the same candle time, RSI moves above Oversold and then returns into Oversold another instance of the alert will be generated and so on.
2) When alerts for Price Close are True…
a. When candle opens, If the RSI is below the Overbought Level, and then If when the candle closes RSI is above Overbought Level alert will be triggered. 
b. When candle opens, If the RSI is above the Oversold Level, and then If when the candle closes RSI is below Oversold Level alert will be triggered. 

Detailed Explanation for points 7 only:
1) If indicator is applied to GBPUSD and there is no active trade on GBPUSD, this will do nothing
2) If indicator is applied to GBPUSD and there is an active trade on GBPUSD, everytime the trades moves into profit by a certain number of points as put into the settings, it will trigger an alert when that level is reached.
3) It will not work on trades of any other chart.
