MACD Classification for EA

The MACD indicator is formed by subtracting a longer-term exponential moving average (EMA).

1. Parameters (to be entered in the dialog box):
1. Faster EMA
1. Slow EMA
1. MACD SMA (signal line)
1. Horizontal Line (-H1)
1. Horizontal Line (-H2)
1. Horizontal Line (+H3)
1. Horizontal Line (+H4)
1. Stop-Loss1: "x"-points below the low of the bar (Long), where MACD cuts its signal line or above the high of the bar (Short), where MACD cuts its signal line – to be dragged along barwise (below low of bar (long) and high of bar (short) like a trailing stop
1. Stop-Loss2: real TrailingStopLoss (with start/stop/step) is active from entry or as described below 
1. Take Profit: "y"-points from entry
1. Lot sizes for: #1-entry
#2-entry
#3-entry
#4-entry
#5-entry
#6-entry
#7-entry   
each must be defined variably
1. Max. spread
1. Order Magic number
1. Delete arrow: true/false
1. TrailingStopLoss: on/off

Apply MACD to (parameters/dialog box):
1. Close
1. Open
1. High
1. Low
1. Medium price (HL/2)
1. Typical price (HLC/3)
1. Weighted close (HLCC/4)







2. LONG – entry of a position

Before the first long-entry, MACD MUST have cut its zero line from above!
Entry long, if
1. MACD cuts its signal line upwards, or
1. MACD cuts H1 (in the minus range of MACD) upwards, or
1. MACD cuts H2 (in the minus range of MACD) upwards, or
1. MACD cuts zero line upwards, or
1. MACD cuts H3 (in the plus area of MACD), or
1. MACD cuts H4 (in the plus area of MACD), or
1. MACD cuts its signal line (in the minus range of MACD) upwards again

If MACD cuts the signal line from above in the minus range of the MACD (without first cutting the zero line up again) – no flip should happen (no entry short), BUT activation of a stop loss!


3. SHORT – entry of a position

Before the first short-entry, MACD MUST have cut its zero line from below!
Entry short, if
1. MACD cuts its signal line downwards, or
1. MACD cuts H4 (in the plus area of MACD) downwards, or
1. MACD cuts H3 (in the plus area of MACD) downwards, or
1. MACD cuts zero line downwards, or
1. MACD cuts H2 (in the minus range of MACD) downwards, or
1. MACD cuts H1 (in the minus range of MACD) downwards, or
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]MACD cuts its signal line (in the plus range of MACD) downwards again
If MACD cuts the signal line from below in the plus area of the MACD (without first cutting the zero line down again) – no flip should happen (no entry long), BUT a stop loss becomes ACTIVE!


4. CLOSE – of open positions

CLOSE of all open long positions and FLIP (entry short) when MACD cuts its signal line down (applies only in the plus range of the MACD)
CLOSE of all open short positions and FLIP (entry long) when MACD cuts its signal line upwards (applies only in the minus range of the MACD)
