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Chart
1. Standard candle stick chart
2. EMA 1, 21 periods apply to OPEN price (Blue color)
3. EMA 2, 20 periods apply to CLOSE price (Red color) 
4. CHANNEL HIGH, EMA 2 period, 1 shift apply to HIGH (Black color)
5. CHANNEL LOW, EMA 2 period, 1 shift apply to LOW (Black color)
6. RSI, 21 periods

INPUT parameters (need these in the input box)
1. Trading lots: number of lots qty
2. Higher timeframe: dropdown for standard timeframes (W1, D1, H4, H1, M30)
3. Lower timeframe: dropdown for standard timeframes (D1, H4, H1, M30, M15)
4. Initial SL: no of pips
5. Take profit type: FIXED/REVERSAL (dropdown to select)
6. Fixed Take profit: no of pips (to be used only if option FIXED selected above)
7. All input parameters corresponding to the chart indicators above (EMA 1, EMA 2, CHANNEL HIGH EMA, CHANNEL LOW EMA, RSI)

Trading principle
1. 2TF trading strategy works on the basic principle of trading the lower timeframe (TF) in the direction of the higher TF trend. The higher TF drives the trend and the lower TF is used for entry and exit management.
2. Trend is defined by EMA 1 and EMA 2
a. EMA 1 above EMA 2 – trend is UP, enter only LONG trades
b. EMA 1 below EMA 2 – trend is DOWN, enter only SHORT trades
3. Exit management will be as per ‘take profit type’ choice selected on the INPUT parameters – 
a. ‘Fixed’ implies exit at a fixed take profit level; the no of pips will be specified as one of the parameters and will be used only if the exit management type is selected as ‘FIXED’
b. ‘Reversal’ implies exit at reversal of trend 

LONG trade setup
Qualifier conditions
1. EMA 1 above EMA 2 on Higher TF – establish LONG trend in the higher TF
2. Identify trade entry on lower TF 
a. EMA 1 above EMA 2
b. RSI – above 50
c. Previous candle close should be above ‘Channel High EMA’ (Black color)
Entry (on Lower TF)
1. BUY @ next candle open

Exit (on Lower TF)
1. If ‘Take profit type’ = FIXED
a. Exit at take profit, OR
b. Exit at SL
2. If ‘Take profit type’ = REVERSAL
a. Exit on reversal of trend; i.e. EMA 1 cross over to ‘BELOW’ EMA 2 from ‘ABOVE’ EMA 2
b. Exit at candle close

SHORT trade setup
Qualifier conditions
1. EMA 1 below EMA 2 on Higher TF – establish SHORT trend in the higher TF
2. Identify trade entry on lower TF 
d. EMA 1 below EMA 2
e. RSI – below 50
f. Previous candle close should be below ‘Channel Low EMA’ (Black color)
Entry (on Lower TF)
1. SELL @ next candle open

Exit (on Lower TF)
1. If ‘Take profit type’ = FIXED
a. Exit at take profit, OR
b. Exit at SL
2. If ‘Take profit type’ = REVERSAL
a. Exit on reversal of trend; i.e. EMA 1 cross over to ‘ABOVE’ EMA 2 from ‘BELOW’ EMA 2
b. Exit at candle close
