


Project : Modifying 2 pre-made indicators as I described

I have a request of modifying functions in 2 pre-made indicators.
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As you can see, it sometimes shows just “50.0000” in data window, and this will cause any issue and is not my intension.
To simplify work, I suggest modify calculation of current “OIH_SchaffTrendCycle_v1.0” firstly.
Then, v1.1 will have “Levels” simply.
Here are new calculations of ISM of v1 for current v1.0 and v1.1 (new version that shows levels by “Inputs” options).

1. ISM (Inherit State Mode) of v1 – 2 cases
Case 1 (v3 ISM Start) for Up Trend
  v3 is for ISM of v1
  1. v1 <= 50.0 on the 1st previous candle
&&
2. v1 > 50.0 on current candle

Case 1 (v3 ISM End) for Up Trend
  1. v1 > 75.0 on the 1st previous candle
&&
  2. v1 <= 75.0 on current candle

Then, v3 (new buffer) will show v1 value continuously from “Case 1 (v3 ISM Start) for Up Trend” to “Case 1 (v3 ISM End) for Up Trend”.




Case 2 (v3 ISM Start) for Down Trend
  v3 is for ISM of v1
  1. v1 >= 50.0 on the 1st previous candle
&&
2. v1 < 50.0 on current candle

Case 2 (v3 ISM End) for Down Trend
  1. v1 < 25.0 on the 1st previous candle
&&
  2. v1 >= 25.0 on current candle

Then, v3 (new buffer) will show v1 value continuously from “Case 2 (v3 ISM Start) for Down Trend” to “Case 2 (v3 ISM End) for Down Trend”.



File name of a new indicator will be “OIH_SchaffTrendCycle_v1.0”.





Below is for 2nd request.
New version of current “OIH_SchaffTrendCycle_v1.0” will have parameter options as followings below.

OverBought Zone   75.0
Middle Zone        50.0
OverSold Zone      25.0

Above “Inputs” options in parameter options are prior to “Levels”, so it will show changed levels if I could change values in “Inputs” options without changing values in “Levels”.
Actually, options in “Levels” will be not necessary to change values.
Instead of it, I could adjust values setting easily by changing values in “Inputs” options, so that it will show 3 horizontal and white colored dotted lines at sub_window.



Finally, new indicator will have parameter options as followings below.
Variable             Value
MA Short            23
MA Long            50
Cycle                10
OverBought Zone    75.0
Middle Zone         50.0
OverSold Zone       25.0
Max Bars             500



File name of a new indicator will be “OIH_SchaffTrendCycle_v1.1”.





Below is for 3rd request.
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As you can see, there is no display of “Levels”.
Basically, it should show certain levels, but no levels at all.
New version of current “OIH_DSS_Bressert_v1.0” will have parameter options as followings below.

OverBought Zone   80.0
Middle Zone        50.0
OverSold Zone      20.0

Above “Inputs” options in parameter options are prior to “Levels”, so it will show changed levels if I could change values in “Inputs” options without changing values in “Levels”.
Actually, options in “Levels” will be not necessary to change values.
Instead of it, I could adjust values setting easily by changing values in “Inputs” options, so that it will show 3 horizontal and white colored dotted lines at sub_window.

Finally, new indicator will have parameter options as followings below.
Variable             Value
EMA_Period          8
Stochastic_Period     8
OverBought Zone    80.0
Middle Zone         50.0
OverSold Zone       20.0
Max Bars            500
