1) Start by opening up your demo account with inter_bank (or any broker with MT4 platform--you can look at this thread for a list of brokers that use the MT4 platform: http://www.forex-tsd.com/metatrader...t4-brokers.html)

2) Open up the demo account and make sure you are logged in to it.

3) Download the EA from post 12. Just save it to your desktop. You will see it as an icon on your desktop that looks like a yellow diamond with an exclamation point in it.

4) Double click on that icon. It will automatically open up in MetaEditor if you have your demo account open.

5) Now just save it into your account like this:
--Go to 'file'
--'save as'
--at the top of that box that says 'Save in:', click the dropdown box and find 
Local Disk (C: )
--then select 'Program Files'
--then select 'Inter_bank FX Trader 4'
--then select the 'experts' folder

Now at the top of that box that says 'Save in:' it should say 'experts'

6) Now you just click Save.

7) Now the MakeGrid193 Expert Advisor is saved in your Inter_bank account

8) At the top of the MetaEditor screen you will see a button that says 'Compile'. Click that. Then you can close the MetaEditor and go back to your demo account.

9) When you are in your account you can open up the 'Expert Advisors' menu tree on the left in the Navigator window and you should see MakeGrid193 listed there. If it is not, try closing your platform and re-opening it.

10) Select a chart and then double click on the MakeGrid EA. A box will pop up that has the expert 'Common' and 'Inputs'

11) In 'Common', uncheck the enable alerts box and check the box that says allow live trading.

12) In 'Inputs', this is where you can change some of the parameters of the EA. Most EA's that you load this way into your account will have some variables in here where you can set things like lot size, TP levels, etc.

13) So you can adjust these inputs however you like. Read Hugues document to see what each input does and set it up how you like. You don't have to change anything here if you don't want to.

14) Then when you are done and you click ok, that box will close and the EA will be attached to that chart. You should see a smiley face in the upper right corner of the chart. That means that the EA is loaded and is running. If you don't see the smiley face and you see an X instead, make sure that the tab on the top toolbar in your platform that says 'Expert Advisors' has the green arrow. This tab is how you turn the EAs on and off. You can click this tab on and off to see how you enable and disable the EA that is on your chart.

15) At the bottom of your screen in your account you can see the 'Journal' tab. In here it will tell you if your EA was successfully loaded onto the chart.

16) Now your EA is running. Give it some time and you will see it start to set up trades on your chart and in the pending orders section.
