· yes perception is a unique indicator, percieve the very first 2 moves of the open and everything else will follow...a nice £1600 for the morning..

· 1st is entry, combined with timing, 2nd is money management, if its not going your, way ditch it and if its coming back past you its doing it for a reason. YOUR in at the wrong place. 3rd is target, you have to know where its going, if you don't then number 1 is all wrong. Momentum preceeds price, that will change before the price does.

· its still in wave 3 which is the strongest,

· every day of every week, this pattern exsists......wether v up or down, corrective or impulse, consistent to the end..the first 2 move sof the day, how simple can that be.I run a mathematical algorithim pattern recognition once every so often, 3 years data and this pattern occurs 94%........

· the reason for the V shape is to do with the quote driven system that they use.. before trading an auction is run called an opening call...they enter orders, but no automatic execution....then theres a matching period, the teh continous order book trading takes place. in the auction they can only enter a limit or market order....hence the v shape to serach the orders when the algorithim. is run.beacuse these are the only 2 alowed before the open, one specifies size and price the other is just size but no price, the market order can only be used at opening and closing auction. hence the move at the 16;00 london fix.....there you have it..

· yeah enable DDE server...in MT4....
HI, MT4/open the options, history centre....GBP/USD....select min....export that to a file...make a new location file...start Elwave...new chart....import the saved chart..define data.....and it should open........select price data....realtime datafeed.......in DDE server type MT4...in ticker(topic) type BID...in close item type GBPUSD...press ok it will say save data location choose a new file.. press ok...it will run realtime

· good trading today, iam surprised i havent had more questions about the v pattern since it happens every day, probably most of you are on different time zone as it is only from london open..these shots are from different days, but you will see the same pattern from the open every day, every week, 100 pips before even get warmed up..

· HI, the v pattern exsists in £$, from the european open, a couple of pages back is an explanation....but its there every day....the first move will either be impulse(with the trend) or corrective(against the trend...basically the market will always move off a 3 wave movement....look below..

· Basically beacuse of how orders yesterdays unfilled are placed the market will look for swing points, trading off these extremes puts you in quite a good entry....

· 1. Talk about this V paturns and how it works and what price movement one can expect or NOT expect? What does the "Big Boys" use and do? You mentioned this earlier in a post......or should I say the auto trades that happen..... Hi, it's basically a shakeout designed to look like a breakout for weak investors...trying to see where the real money will step...my brother has software that runs pattern algorithims and this pattern occurs with a very high %...
· On this chart you can see the shakeout.....the market will always move in waves of 3 if your in the direction, you'll be fine on the 3rd wave..
· HI, thanks..if anybody needs files let me know..how are you going with your trading..With the v pattern you really dont need to be an expert to try and spot it. Its usually the first very 2 moves. Sorry if i was vague in my discription of the float...It was developed by Gann originally to capture where the smart money is, those buying at the bottom and selling at the top...The only way to fully understand is to have it on your chart, people dismissed it because they did'nt figure out how it works...its like anything though, sit by the roadside for long enough, you'll be surprised at what you see, everyday life repeating itself...
· Hi well done with your trading..the retracemnet levels if you look at the 1 hr TF you'll see the swing points are the points of previous swings off the lows...in a correction like this its alowing the market to find where the real money is.....The v happens every day, from the open wether its up or down first..the 1st swing was off just below 700 up, swing off 774 correction down....
· this is where the float comes in,,,basically its a swing box..on the HR TF you'll see the bottom swing is at 535.....now usually its top to bottom... and vice versa...obviously it will break the levels up or down......but you see the swing box contains the trade you have a specific view of the action, its not just oh well its crossed the 60 MA I’ll bang a short on, you must know where you are at ll times...now when this move finishes there will be a ne float on all time frames usually...its a Gann time line, powerful if you know how..
· Now if you traded thye V from the open, till now thats 200 pips...i know this...1 min, 5 min, 15 min will get you in...1 HR, will get you out....look at the time frames you'll see the point of confluence coming together....
· with the structure you have identifiable targets.....it will complete the 1Hr float so staright away you have a possible target of 520...the middle line acts as common ground where both forces are equal untill it gives way...it allows you to get in in the best possible position..the 1 min swing alot obviously, but you can see the pullbacks, you know a slight change is coming...withe the macd and stochs you can see the continuation...you trade the pullbacks....your stop if used right is only 10-15 pips, so you have tight money management..if it pulls off the bottom on the 1 min look for the first move up it will pull back most of the way to the swing bottom, move off again, if it continues up its a new move or just a abc correction before down again....like on the i min now
· see the 1 up 2 down 3 up swing down again...you can enter on the swing if it doesn’t go there’s time to reverse....but together with whats on the the other time frames see the hour it will hit 520...because thats the target not just for us, for the big boys......its not just a pretty line...this is corrective action abc or wxy..nice slow meander down, not like strong impulse move...see on the hour how its stuck at 616, look across previous price action dictates....support line...
· you know its just a case of watching... The market makes the same moves over and over again,
· I use the macd and stochs as momentum i look a the overhaed pressure coming down...What are the probabilities?
· read all about every indicator on this...macd, stochs they are over looked but they tell you everything, normal divergence, hidden divergence
· the best advice i can give is to just watch and learn, and you will see in no time at all, you'll get up in the morning look at the charts and know the same thing time and time again...the V pattern occurs 94% of the time....it alows you to feel comfortable, and your in control of the market..its not kicking your ass...wip sawing you like a pigtailed german school girl.....i dont even look at where the open and close is anymore, no need...momentum will carry through,
· see this system you will find the optimum entry, my stop is only ever 10-20 pips if that...in the last 5 months i,ve only ever lost £700. see if you enter on here, na dit comes past you, you are deffinately in at the wrong time.....trade this system and your timing will be flawless..imagine its like a big snowball at the top of a mountain...gathering momentum gathering speed...thats whats happening here, in a correction its mainly short sellers, they fall into a beartrap at the bottom cos they are chasing the best buy back price, thats why after a correction you get a serious bounce, they are forced to cover there short poisitions...they get trapped behind the buyers holding...when my trades on iam here till the end, i dont move...iam ready to react for anything,





· there are times when you look at the cahrts in the morning and they take time to sort out but like today, nice clear, concise direction...yeah, the news is priced in aswell, for the big institutions anyway, they like abit of a shake out..but with thi system you'll learn to spot the move off to the upside or downside before the news, so your can trade before and be in a good position...it makes a little shimmy move,
· Hi, yeah float analysis was developed by gann...it was used with stock volume, few people said it couldn’t be used in forex because of different volumes..but volume is volume what ever it is...its the accumulation of where the smart money is, the method of buy at the bottom sell at the top...it will pick tops and botttoms, some people will msay thats risky and you cant...but you can, its just a matter of when, but when used with the other indicators, it will measure when a move is close to exhaustion....the cv start, end, swing top and bottom, are significant moving levels of support and resistance...you'll notice now on the 1 min 5 and 15 its swung off the bottom...basically in a new move off, thas the stop, see how little it will get hit...with eth macd stochs, you can see the swing see the move off the bottom or top...of course if the move hasn’t finished it will go through. but it will pull back to the middle line. at first, don’t get frustrated, it works very very well.
· ok..you will see that a new float has begun, the move is coming to an end soon...if you look on the daily when it topped out at 9043...a new time float etc........it signals a major sift in time and price.macd had crossed it will always swing of major peaks..the blue lines are auto fibs, they will move acordingly...but they are major levels...
· With the float, are you mainly looking at the 1hr for the ride down/up and the start/end of a new histo?     yeah the hr is the main...standard setting..
· The reason why things like macd, stochs, trendlines, channels are important is because the big boys use them. If old matey at the CB or hegde fund or whatever, if my 1 HR stock is closing at its lowest or highest price, then so is his...all news is priced in
· Thanks to all the guys in paltalk this morning, we were done by 12 o'clock....200 pips .....You are all decent guys who can do this and deserve everything.....learn it and it wont let you down..
· just to clarify the V. its usually the first 2 significant moves form the open...we are not looking for sysmetrical v but the action of the search......
· Looking at the chart, which wave do you most likely trade off of when the V happens? 
You numbered 3 of them....
· it will all come together like peices of a jigsaw puzzle, its there right infront of you to take, it just takes me to see it and put it all to into some recognizable format so you can understand...
· Making mistakes, not getting it right sometimes and losing a little are steps on the road to becomming a good trader....Hard work, the patience of a saint and just believing in yourself...
· Give it some time and you'll see the whole picture. First we confirm the trend for the day, next direction, if we trade with that in mind you wont go far wrong. Uptrend direction we'll look to buy dips back to support areas, after all, its the area that the big players will allow to dip to before buying back in..Same for down trend-direction, we'll sell into the rallies... Therefore we'll always in control, no lamb tennis here....................
